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PREFACE

The present work forms part of three closely integrated sets of texts
in spoken and written Chinese prepared at Seton Hall University. The re-

lationship among them can be seen from the following outline:

The general approach in writing this text is the same as that in Begin-

ning Chinese Reader. It is discussed in some detail in the introduction to
that work and in my article “Why Johnny Can’t Read Chinese.”* Salient
features include: (1) selection of characters on the basis of frequency;
(2) provision of a large number of compounds and a large amount of reading
matter relative to the number of characters; (3) inclusion of dialogue
material in order to provide students with audiolingual support of what they

read; (4) close correlation with Beginning Chinese, Advanced Chinese, and

the character versions of these two texts.
The present volume contains 400 characters, some 2,500 compounds, and

about 200,000 characters of running text. As in the case of Beginning Chi-

nese Reader, the review lessons may be omitted if the remaining lessons

have been thoroughly mastered without them, and the dialogues can be stud-

ied or not depending upon whether it is desired to add oral mastery to
passive command of the material. The same option exists in studying the

related materials in Advanced Chinese and Character Text for Advanced

Chinese. Concurrent study of these texts will add a certain amount of new
material and, more importantly, will provide a vast amount of practice in
speaking and reading with a limited vocabulary.

Of the thirty lessons in Intermediate Chinese Reader (ICR), the first

six assume prior mastery of the contents of Beginning Chinese and Begin-

ning Chinese Reader. The remaining lessons (7-30) are correlated with the

first nine lessons of Advanced Chinese (AC) and Character Text for Ad-
vanced Chinese (CTAC) as follows:

Of the 400 characters in this text, 82 (mostly in the first five lessons)

have been taken from Character Text for Beginning Chinese, and 312 have

been taken from the first nine lessons of Character Text for Advanced Chi-

nese, The large amount of overlap between the Readers and the Character
Texts is also indicated by the fact that of the 494 characters in Character

Text for Beginning Chinese, all but 42 occur in one or the other of the

three Readers; of the 431 in the first nine lessons of Character Text for

Advanced Chinese, all but 115 are used in Intermediate Chinese Reader; and

of the 473 in lessons 10-24 of Character Text for Advanced Chinese, all but

152 have been selected for use in Advanced Chinese Reader. The characters

rejected for use in the Readers in general include those of lesser frequency.
With few exceptions the Readers can be said to include all and only char-
acters of the highest frequency.

Besides emphasizing a careful selection of characters, the present text

and its successor Advanced Chinese Reader seek to provide an adequate

coverage of the grammatical constructions which may be encountered in
modern Chinese. Toward this end we have undertaken a systematic search
through the material contained in Professor Y. R. Chao’s monumental A

Grammar of Spoken Chinese, and have sought additional items in a wide

variety of sources. As a result, when sfudents finish Intermediate Chinese

Reader and Advanced Chinese Reader, they should command not only the basic

vocabulary but also most of the structures needed to read modern Chinese.

With respect to the arrangement of the material in this text, the
twenty-five main lessons, that is, all but the review lessons and supplement-
ary lessons, have the same basic subdivisions. These include the following:

New characters, combinations, and illustrative sentences
Dialogues
Narratives

Following the narratives are English translations of selected illustra-
tive sentences, usually those of special importance or difficulty which have
been singled out for translation to make sure that they are thoroughly un-
derstood by the student. In addition, there are occasional notes at the end
of the lesson, and also some miscellaneous exercises, such as Excerpts from
Actual Publications in lessons 1-17.

Each of the main lessons introduces sixteen new characters. These are
presented first in handwritten form in large size. They are presented again
in smaller size together with the transcription and definition. These are
followed immediately by special combinations formed from the new charact-
ers and by sentences illustrating the use of the new characters and com-
pounds.

All the material introduced in this book is presented according to a
carefully worked-out schedule of repetition. Each combination is used at
least once each in the illustrative sentences, dialogues, and narratives, and
occurs once again for review purposes in the Unit-final lesson. All the

1, 250 compounds introduced in Beginning Chinese Reader are reviewed at

least once in the present text.
Single characters occur at least five times in the lesson of first oc-

currence—once each in the illustrative sentences, dialogues, and narratives,

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and twice more in exercises other than the dialogues. They reoccur a mini-
mum of two times in the next lesson (here and below not counting possible
occurrences in the dialogues), once after a gap of one lesson, once in the
Unit-final lesson, and once each in the first half and second half of each
succeeding Unit. All 400 characters are reviewed in Lesson 30. In addition,

all 400 characters in Beginning Chinese Reader are used at least once in

each of the six units. Adequate repetition has also been assured for the

simplified characters introduced in both texts. As noted in Beginning Chi-

nese Reader, the point in having so much repetition is not merely to acquire
a recognition knowledge of the individual characters, which can be accom-
plished with far less repetition, but to achieve a more thorough mastery of
the characters in a wide variety of combinations and contexts.

Such extensive use of the characters is necessary precisely because
they are of high-frequeney occurrence. As Dr. John B.Carroll has noted, “:-
it has been observed that in normal English there is a high correlation
between the frequency of a word and the number of separate dictionary mean-
ings associated with it.”* The same is probably true of other languages;
it is certainly true of Chinese. To study characters, particularly high-
frequency characters, without studying them in a wide variety of combina-

tions and contexts is to delude oneself as to how much one has accomplished.

Notes
1. Beginning in the Han Dynasty, Chinese emperors adopted the practice

of designating their reigns by special nidnhdo “reign-titles” such as
Great Beginning, Forever Flourishing, and so on. These reign-titles
were the basis of Chinese historical chronology. Thus reference might
be made to “third year of the Great Beginning.” Such references are

sometimes clear from the context, but when this is lacking it is often
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difficuit to determine what dynasty or emperor is being referred to.
The problem is complicated by the fact that from Han to Yuan the em-
perors frequently divided their reigns into several reign-periods each

with its own reign-title.

2.  As noted in Beginning Chinese Reader (pp. 508-509),children in a family

are often referred to by designations indicating their serial order:

males females
# %k  “Eldest Brother” K4 “Eldest Sister”
# —  “Second Brother” 4 “Second [Elder] Sister”
# =  “Third Brother” =4 “Third [Elder] Sister”

If there are both brothers and sisters in a family, each sex is gener-
ally enumerated separately but both are sometimes counted together.
Thus = 3 might refer to a female who has (1) two older brothers
and no older sisters; (2) one older brother and one older sister;
(3) two older sisters regardless of whether or not there are any older
brothers.

The designations for females apply to persons older than the person
speaking or being spoken to. Younger sisters are referred to by number
plus 3% “Younger Sister.” Thus the third of four sisters is referred
to by her two older sisters as = #& “Third Younger Sister” and by
her younger sister as Z 4 “Third Elder Sister.”

The previously mentioned designations for brothers can be used regard-
less of the serial rank of the person speaking or being spoken to. In
addition there are special forms for designating younger brothers. Thus
if T am the third of four brothers, I am referred to as # = “Old
Third,” and I (or a person speaking to me) would refer to my oldest

brother as # K “Old Eldest,” to my next older brother as £~ “Old
Second,” and to my younger brother as either #UW “Old Fourth” or

P9 % “Fourth Younger Brother” or %% “Old Youngest.” The latter
is also used for the youngest brother regardless of the number of

brothers in the family.
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While most Chinese sentences contain verbs, as in the patterns SVO
(subject-verb-object), SV (subject-verb), and VO (verb-object),some
sentences occur without verbs, i.e. have nominal predicates. This is
especially common when the nominal predicate consists of a phrase end-

ing in the subordinating particle de. (See Advanced Chinese, lesson 2,

note 1). Some sentences can only occur with nominal predicates. In
other cases the form with nominal predicate is preferred over a pos-
sible form containing a verb. Many sentences with nominal predicates
can be considered variants of sentences containing a verb—most com-

monly shi “is” (see especially Beginning Chinese, p. 152 note 2, p.

219 note 9, p. 268 note 13), but sometimes some other verb. Note care-
fully the following pairs;
la. W5 shi jintian kanjian ta de. “I saw him today”
1b. Wo jintian kanjian ta de. (same meaning as preceding)
2a. Women shi lidngge nanhaizi sange nithdizi . “We are two boys
and three girls” (spoken by children in reference to them-
selves)
2b. Women lidngge nénhdizi sange niihdizi (same meaning as pre-
ceding)
3a. Women ydu liingge nénhdizi sangge nlihdizi. “We have two
boys and three girls” (spoken by parents in reference to
their children)
3b. Women lidngge nénhéizi sangge nihdizi . (same meaning as
preceding)
Thus sentences 2b and 3b are identical in form but different in mean-
ing. The exact meaning can of course be determined only by the context.

The semantic connection between two sentences or two verbal phrases in
a compound sentence is sometimes indicated by expressions equivalent to
English “after -..”, “...but”, “if -.- then”, “although ... yet”, “because --.
therefore”. Often, however, there is no such clear marker,and only the con-
text can make the relationship clear. When the sentence connectors do
occur, they may be found in either the first sentence, or the second, or in
both. Thus, if we let C stand for a sentence-connector, there are the fol-
lowing possible occurrences between two sentences:

It often happens that the same compound sentence can be written with or
without sentence-connectors. Omissions of these connectors occur most fre-
quently in the first sentence. Some of the most common connectors which
we have studied so far are given below. Note the frequent occurrence of
% and 4, in the second sentence with different expressions in the first
sentence. Thus Bt occurs in compound sentences the first part of which
might contain expressions meaning variously “if” or “only if” or “even if”
or “as soon as” or “just as.” Besides being used as sentence-connectors,
jith and y& also occur with their usual adverbial meanings. As a result
of the heavy semantic load on these expressions, sentences in which they
occur are sometimes ambiguous out of context, especially if there is no sen-

tence-connector in the first sentence. Thus the sentence
might mean either “If he doesn’t go, I won't go either” or “Even if he
doesn’t go I won’t go”, depending on whether yaoshi “if” or jidshi “even if”

is understood at the beginning. (In speech the two meanings would be dis-

tinguished by different stress and intonation patterns.)
