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PREPACE 

The present work forms part of three closely integrated sets of texts 

in spoken and written Chinese prepared at Seton Hall University. The re- 

lationship among them can be seen from the following outline:

In accordance with the views presented in the Preface to Beginning 

Chinese Reader and in my article “Why Johnny Can’t Read Chinese,” this 

text continues the emphasis on a large number of compounds and a great a- 

mount of reading matter relative to the number of characters introduced. 

For the 400 new characters in the text there are over 3000 compounds and 

about 200,000 characters of running text. Thus the three readers present 

a total of 1200 characters and some 7000 compounds. This represents about 

one-fourth of the characters and one-sixth to one-ninth of the compounds 

known to Chinese college graduates.

Preface 

It should be noted that the large number of compounds in the present 

text, and also in Intermediate Chinese Reader, is only partly due to deli- 

berate plan. It was found in the course of writing the narratives that a 

great many characters already studied entered naturally into the material. 

The compounds numbered 17.0 ff. (that is, those consisting of new compounds 

using old characters) especially fall into this category. Some 90 per cent 

of these compounds and 25 per cent of those involving new characters (those 

numbered 1.0- 16.0) consist of such unpremeditated additions. 

It is also worth noting that this natural introduction of compounds has 

occurred especially frequently in our adaptations of actual publications. In 

the present text and in the last two units of Intermediate Chinese Reader, 

in contrast to the previous policy of presenting verbatim excerpts from ac- 

tual publications, we have sought to increase exposure to original materials 

by the device of adapting the works of many well-known authors. In the 

course of making these adaptations, which comprise a large part of the text, 

we found it easy to retain the flavor of the original while still avoiding 

the use of characters not previously studied, but impossible*to do so with- 

out taking over the large number of new compounds used by the authors. 

Our experience in adapting actual publications confirms the point, on 

which I have been especially insistent (as in the work cited in note 1), 

that the teaching of Chinese reading has suffered from over-emphasis on 

acquisition of characters at the expense of learning many compounds and 

doing extensive reading. It is easy enough to look up characters ina dic- 

tionary, but it often happens that what they actually mean in a given text 

can be grasped only if the student has achieved a sort of intuitive feeling 

for combinations and contexts through extensive involvement in the total act 

of reading. The inadequacy of merely knowing characters can easily be 

tested by students using this text if they attempt to read the narratives 

after having studied only the new characters and related illustrative sen- 

tences in each lesson. They can even more closely approximate reading un- 

edited texts if they attempt the narratives without studying any of the 

preceding material, using the index as a dictionary. In any case it is high- 

ly desirable that students attempt at least an occasional narrative in this 

way as preparation for reading original materials.

Preface 

As in the case of the preceding readers, great pains have been taken 

to assure repetition of characters and compounds. All compounds occur at 

least twice in the lesson in which they are introduced—once in the illus- 

trative sentences, and once again in the subsequent narratives. Each char- 

acter occurs at least four times in the lesson of first occurrence —once 

in the illustrative sentences, and three times in the subsequent text. In 

addition, each character occurs twice in the next lesson, once after a gap 

of one lesson, and thereafter once every fifth lesson. Simplified charac- 

ters occur at least twice in the lesson of first occurrence, once in the 

next lesson, once after a gap of one lesson, and thereafter once every fifth 

lesson. All characters presented in Beginning Chinese Reader, including 

both regular and simplified, are reviewed at least twice—once in lessons 

6-10, and once again in lessons 16-20. The characters introduced in Inter- 

mediate Chinese Reader are reviewed at least three times—once each in 

lessons 1-5, 11-15, and 21-25. 

Lessons 1-20 of Advanced Chinese Reader (ACR) are correlated with 

lessons 10-20 of Advanced Chinese (AC) and its companion volume, Char- 

acter Text for Advanced Chinese (CTAC), as follows:

The correlation means that lessons 1-2 of Advanced Chinese Reader, 

for example, are closely related to lesson 10 of Advanced Chinese and the 

accompanying character text. The characters of ACR lessons 1-2 are de- 

rived from AC and CTAC lesson 10 (or earlier), but they are used in many 

more combinations. 

All the characters in lessons 1-20, and some of those in lessons 21-25, 

have been taken from CTAC. Of the 904 characters in the latter text, 659 

have been used in either Intermediate Chinese Reader or Advanced Chinese 

Reader. The 255 not used include 69 relatively rare ones and 186 of high

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enough frequency to warrant careful study. Hence if the correlated lessons 

of CTAC are studied with those in ICR and ACR, there will be a consid- 

erable amount of overlap, but also a certain amount of new material.
