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Introduction

Welcome to Marugoto: Japanese Language and Culture, a comprehensive series of
coursebooks for adult learners of Japanese as a foreign language developed by the Japan
Foundation and based on the JF Standard for Japanese Language Education.

The Japan Foundation engages in a variety of cultural exchange initiatives aimed at
deepening understanding of Japan overseas and promoting mutual understanding between
Japan and other countries. We think it is important that our work, including our work in
Japanese language education, takes place in a way that encourages mutual understanding
between people in situations where international cultural exchange takes place, and
Marugoto: Japanese Language and Culture is based on this way of thinking.

The word Marugoto means ‘'whole” or ‘everything , and was chosen as the title of
the coursebook because the course encompasses both language and culture, features
communication between people in a range of situations, and allows you to experience a
variety of aspects of Japanese culture through hundreds of colourful photographs and
illustrations.

The coursebook also incorporates many innovative components for learning language
including:

- Can understand sentences and frequently used expressions related to areas of most
immediate relevance (e.g. very basic personal and family information, shopping, local
geography, employment).

- Can communicate in simple and routine tasks requiring a simple and direct exchange
of information on familiar and routine matters.

- Can describe in simple terms aspects of his/her background,
immediate environment and matters in areas of immediate '&
need.
