Charlie: Chud — A cynical, blue-collar guy who just wants to eat his wings and be left
alone.

Pim: Woke — Pathologically positive and desperate to validate everyone's feelings.

Alan: Chud — Stoic, hyper-focused on petty details (like his paperclip), and dislikes
change.

Glep: Radlib — An incomprehensible creature who exists entirely in his own chaotic
niche.

The Boss: Fash — An eccentric, absolute dictator of his company with a dark, mysterious
past.

Rick Sanchez: Radlib — An individualist anarchist who thinks every political system is a
"meaningless joke."

Chris Redfield: Chud — Boulder-punching military man focused entirely on duty and
“punching the bad guy."

Luffy: Commie — Rejects all authority and spends his time liberating islands and sharing
food.
